Opening Session for the Establishment of the «Bear Smart
Community» in the Trikala-Meteora Region

On Tuesday, March 28th, 2023, from 11:00 am to 1:00 pm, the opening session for the
establishment of the «Bear Smart Community» in Trikala-Meteora region was held at the Labour
Centre of Kalampaka. Local authorities and organisations participated in the session.

The meeting was held as part of Action C1 of the European program LIFE Bear-Smart Corridors?.
Its main objective was to inform the local community about the program and explore the
possibilities of cooperation among various stakeholders and organisations for the creation and
support of the «Bear Smart Community» in the Trikala-Meteora region. The aim of the «Bear
Smart Community» is to minimise the conflict between bear activities and humans and to explore
the conditions for promoting sustainable development based on the presence of the species in
the area. The meeting was coordinated by CALLISTO-Wildlife and Nature Conservation Society
and the Trikala Development Agency (KENAKAP SA), specifically by Vaios Koutis (General
Manager of KENAKAP SA), Tasos Hovardas (Callisto) and Giorgos Chatzinakos (Callisto). Also
present at the meeting were: Dimitris Bormpoudakis (Callisto), Dimitris Babylis (Project Manager
at KENAKAP SA, Biologist), Evangelia Bandeka Nani (President of KENAKAP SA), Vasilis Kerasovitis
(Deputy Mayor of Meteora, Beekeeper), Nikos Pallas (Director of the Museum of Natural History
and Mushrooms of Kalampaka), Haris Kalliaras (Special Advisor to the Mayor of Trikala), Spyros
Mouziouras (Hunting Manager, Kalampaka Forest Service), Giannis Chondros (Forester,
Kalampaka Forest Service), Kostas Sakkas (Guard, Natural Environment & Climate Change
Agency, N.E.C.C.A.), Glykeria Thymiakou (KENAKAP SA), and loannis Kaltsoudas (Municipal
Councillor of Meteora, Cheese Maker).

Vaios Koutis (General Director of KENAKAP SA) opened the session and welcomed the
participants. Then, there was a greeting from Evangelia Bandeka Nani (President of KENAKAP SA).
Immediately after, Dimitris Vavilis (Project Management of KENAKAP SA, Biologist) took the floor
and presented the goals and main actions of the LIFE Bear-Smart Corridors program. Then, Tasos
Hovardas (Callisto) referred to the possible problems created by the approach of the bear to
human settlements and productive units, as well as to the measures for preventing damages
caused by the bear, noting that "Greek society is now tolerant with regard to the bear.” He also
stressed the need to "use the experience and wisdom of the local community to identify the
problems caused by the presence of the brown bear in the area". Finally, he referred to the
possibility of adding value to agricultural products of the region through the certification of bear-
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friendly products, as well as opportunities to enhance the local tourism product through the
presence of bears in the area. Vaios Koutis (General Manager of KENAKAP SA) spoke about the
new conditions arising from the restructuring of N.E.C.A. and its new building in Kalampaka.
Giorgos Chatzinakos (Callisto) reiterated the program's main objectives, referring to the
peculiarities of the local geography, the opportunities for place branding, and the challenges
related to the creation of the «Bear Smart Community».

After the opening speeches, an open discussion followed with the participants.

Spyros Mouzouras (Hunting Manager of the Kalampaka Forest Service) commented that he finds
it positive that the specific program is currently being planned in the region and that it involved
different stakeholders that will contribute to the implementation of the program's goals. He
noted that there are obvious conflicts between humans and bears, referring to the two dead
bears found. For this reason, he proposed that great importance should be given to the concept
of coexistence. Tasos Hovardas (Callisto) responded that we should acquire fences that can be
used alternately by more interested parties and Dimitris Babylis (Project Management at
KENAKAP SA, Biologist) added that the «Bear Smart Community» will be able to provide such
fences in the future.

Nikos Pallas (Director of the Museum of Natural History and Mushrooms in Kalambaka) spoke
about his experience regarding the profile of tourists visiting the museum. He stated that visitors'
environmental awareness is very high: "I think that 90% are environmental aware." As he
mentioned, "we need to find the right approach that requires immediacy and simple goals [...] To
change the mentality of the residents with our direct intervention. We need to visit the villages
door-to-door." Vasilis Kerasovitis (Deputy Mayor of Meteora, Beekeeper) emphasised that
"people respect the bear", whilst explaining what a municipality can contribute regarding waste
bins. At the end of the session, Giorgos Chatzinakos (Callisto) moderated a circular discussion
where each participant defined the concept of "Community".

Among other things, it was proposed that "Community" is:

e Socialisation with people you can interact with each other
e Group with common goals

e Group that coexists and has common characteristics

e Coexistence and cooperation

e Group of solidarity

e May not be homogeneous

e People in the same place with common roots
